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Class 3 Curriculum Autumn Term 2009 

Welcome to class 3.

This term our literacy work begins with the study of stories in familiar settings. The children will be looking at various settings on the interactive whiteboard and from DVDs, describing and exploring them through drama and discussion and eventually writing a number of stories. Later this term we shall be looking at myths and legends, writing a range of reports and performing poetry. Children should ideally be reading a little each day at home. As you will hopefully be aware spelling tests are taking place each Monday.
Our maths work continues to follow the renewed framework. By the end of the year, year 3 children are expected to know their 2, 3, 4, 5, 6 and 10 times tables along with the corresponding divisions. Children in year 2 should know their 2, 5 and 10 times tables. Regular testing of the times tables will take place on a Thursday. Children should be bringing their sheets home each week so you can see how they are getting on.
In science we will be experimenting with rocks and soils and keeping warm. In history we will be looking at the Second World War and in geography we are investigating weather around the world. In ICT we shall continue developing basic skills, concentrating on combining texts with pictures.

In RE we shall consider celebrations, harvest and Christmas. In PE the children will enjoy gymnastics, invasion games and using the apparatus later in the term. In French we will be covering greetings and the family. In music we will be exploring scales with the glockenspiels and songs.
The children in year 3 will also be learning how to play the ukulele this year. We have ordered bags for the instruments and as soon as these arrive they will be given a ukulele to take home in order to practice. Unless handled carefully the ukulele will soon get out of tune and rather difficult to listen to! We will tune them each week at school but there are a number of websites that offer a tuning facility.  
You may also like to consider purchasing an electric tuner or, if your child is enjoying playing, a better quality ukulele which will stay in tune for longer. Please ensure children bring their ukuleles to school every Tuesday. After Christmas year 3 children will start playing the recorder but will be able to continue with the ukulele if they have made good progress.
