	- So far this year, we have participated in a football tournament with a mixed team of Year 5/6 children. They went on to finish 3rd in the small school’s final. We have also participated in an Indoor Sportshall Athletics competition, where we qualified for the county final. We finished 3rd in the county. 15 children (5 teams) took part in the Sedgemoor school’s Boccia tournament. 7 Year 1/2 children competed against children from other schools in the Key Step Gymnastics competition. One team of 3 children went on to compete in the Level 3 county final. 12 local schools competed in two swimming galas. We finished 1st. Children from Years 3-6 have competed in three cross country events this year. 22 schools from the Sedgemoor area took part and we finished in 1st place with 2382 points. 9 children from Enmore were then chosen to represent Sedgemoor in the Level 3 final.16 children from Years 4/5/6 took part in the area athletics competition amongst 10 other schools. 13 children participated in a KS1 cricket festival. As well, we took part in Year 5 and girl’s cricket tournaments. The Year 5 team were area winners and are going on to compete in the Level 3 county final.
