- Active Maths subscription purchased to encourage teachers to allow children to be more physically active during lessons. Limited impact on physical participation so the decision has been made to cancel the subscription.

	- Evidence of children’s activity levels will be available on the app. Evidence available on the app.

- Young leaders and staff will work together to make sure all children are engaging in more physical activity.Young leaders work with the lunchtime play leader to encourage participation at lunchtimes. Staff also actively encourage the use of the markings, as well as using them in their PE lessons.

- Children encourage their parents to become involved in parent sessions before school. Parent and child session held after school.







- All pupils are involved in 5 mins additional activity a day. Looking into the possible use of play leader to organize wake and shake.

- Evidence of use in teacher’s planning. Evidence available in planning.

- Children show improvement in their mathmatical understanding, concentration and enjoyment levels, as well as improved fitness.

Wider impact as a result of the above:

- Pupils are more active in PE lessons – take part without stopping to rest.
- Pupils are more active during breaks and lunchtimes choosing to be active instead of sitting etc.
- Improved standards in PE.
- More children enjoying being physically active.
We took part in the SASP Children in Need Virtual Rickshaw Challenge aiming to run, walk or skip as many voluntary miles as possible, during lunchtimes, over a week. The children ran, walked and skipped 1530 miles.



	- Assess the data on the app with a focus on days in which classes are less active or classes which need to increase their activity levels as a whole. Take steps to help improve this. This has been reviewed and will remain ongoing. 

- Data can also be used to focus on which children are less active and be used to help find ways to change this and support them.

- Young Leaders will train the next year group ready for the following year. Training has taken place for new leaders.








- Wake and Shake firmly embedded in the school day. Not happening regularly.

	- Pupils are aware of and celebrate their peers achievements. Achievements are celebrated both in class and in assembly.

 - Children demonstrate pride in the school’s achievements and efforts. School’s successes and efforts shared in assemblies.

- The noticeboard is full of information about matches/clubs/results etc and pupils are keen to get involved. This will continue to happen.

- More children taking up All Stars at their local Cricket Club, as well as more children participating in the girl’s afterschool cricket club and Key Stage Coaching cricket club.
In 2018, 16 KS1 children took part in All Stars across two local cricket clubs. A significant number of which were girls. 22 girls attended the girl’s afterschool cricket club.

- Children become more involved in playing sport and have a better understanding of the rules etc having seen it being played to a high level. Enthusiasm for cricket has increased across the school. The Year 6 girl’s team qualified for the county final. 9 out of the 10 hadn’t played cricket before.

- An increased number of children taking up a new sport after watching it being played.  

- Children are able to voice the importance PE and sport has on their own lives.
Sport and Health week held in the summer alongside sports day. Coaches assisted staff by providing alternative fun activities to encourage them to be more active. Teachers focused on how physical activity is part of a healthy lifestyle within their classrooms.
Wider impact as a result of the above:
- Pupils show pride in being involved in assemblies or on the noticeboard, which is impacting on confidence and self esteem.
- An increased number of children attending clubs in the community, which is complimenting the activities provided in the school and in the curriculum.
- An increase in self esteem/confidence having an impact on a child’s learning.

	- So far this year, we have participated in a football and tag rugby tournament with mixed boy/girl teams of Year 5/6 children. We have also participated in an Indoor Sportshall Athletics competition and a mixed netball league. 15 local schools competed in three swimming galas. We qualified for the final after coming first in our gala, and then came second in the final by a point.. Children from Years 3-6 have competed in three cross country events this year, with final results yet to be published. 
- Later this year, we are expecting to participate in a KS1 cricket festival (cancelled due to poor weather), as well as a KS2 and girl’s cricket tournaments. The Year 5 team were area winners and the Year 6 girl’s team reached the Level 3 final. We will also take part in a rounders tournament and participate in a Level 3 swimming gala during the summer term. We came third in the Summer School Games final.
